Jeffrey Dumont is the current property owner
Brief Description of Project: Applicant seeks approval to convert

commercial property at 133 Main St. into 8 apartments and convert vacant
lot at 8 Sherman Ave. into parking spaces for the apartments.

Einars Tupuritis - Applicant Presentation:

The building at 133 Main Street has not been in use as a commercial property in over 15 years.
Proposing 8 apartments on the first floor, there are already 5 units on the 2™ floor.

The cost to rent will be approx. $1,000 for a 1 Bedroom Unit and $1,450 for a 2 Bedroom Unit.
Project cost will be approx. $200,000.

Applicant stated he has over 26 years of experience and has recently renovated 417-419 Walnut St.
and has received very positive comments from the public on the finished apartment building.

Board Discussion:

Phyllis stated that she does not want to see the commercial space diminished.

Rickey stated he agrees with Phyllis and would like to see the commercial space remain.

Kendra stated that she spoke with several business owners on Main Street and they are all are opposed
to apartments on the first floor. She stated that more commercial space is needed and approving the
proposed application would change the character of the neighborhood.

Rickey suggested, instead of 2 smaller commercial spaces, that the applicant consider one large
commercial space on the first floor.

Phyllis requested larger maps showing more details on the floor plans with dimensions of the
commercial space/apartments on the first floor, a floor plan with dimensions of the apartments on the
21 floor as well, and a site plan for the parking lot.

Kendra asked if the funeral home across the street has rights to the parking lot, currently the funeral
home uses that vacant lot for parking.
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The Board would like the applicant to submit a narrative of the project.

Applicant stated that he will be contacting his architect and will provide updated plans with the details
requested by the board.

Applicant stated that a survey of the properties will be provided in the near future.

Discussion continued regarding: (To be included in the narrative).

Fire safety

Parking spaces required.

Deeds for both properties are required.

Water and Sewer — Connection to the village.

Common area/playground at 8 Sherman Ave. for the residents of 133 Main St.
Location of Dumpsters — Board recommended the parking lot as the location.
The board requested a construction schedule.

The planning board tabled the application until the submission of the requested updated plans and
documents.
